IMPORTANT NOTE BEFORE READING: “In their hearts humans plan their course,

but the Lord establishes their steps.” (Proverbs 16:9).  Since the LORD is the One who has called our family and the American churches to join Him in what He is doing and it is His mission, we pray and seek His plan, not ours.  As always, God always thinks bigger and “can do immeasurably more than we could ever ask or imagine.” (Ephesians 3:20).  
OBJECTIVE: while continually seeking God in prayer (we are learning from scratch) and working at KCU, we will build friendships with college students (according to Korean statistics, only 3% are Christian in all of Korea) and begin Bible study groups. We pray these will become disciple-making movements and house churches similar to what is found in the first century, all over Seoul, all over Korea (including the North – those walls will be coming down in the next 5-10 yrs), and all over Asia, that are simple, reproducible, and “disciple/people driven” rather than “institutional, preacher-driven.” 
House churches can be defined simply as “small groups of 10-15 baptized believers who obey & follow Jesus, meeting anywhere for fellowship, celebrating the cross through the LORD’s supper, worship, prayer, and the study of God’s Word with the goal of every believer learning how to make disciples that make disciples.”
GOAL: while it is difficult to see with the “eyes of faith” what God is going to do with all of this (it will not be what we think in the end), I believe it will start slow but gain momentum in the third and fourth year.  I realize our strategy, objectives, and goals will change and be modified as we go along, but by the time of our first furlough in June of 2019, I would like to see at least 5 house churches, disciples making disciples, and 5 leaders that I am personally discipling and meeting with on a weekly basis.  God will judge us based on the QUALITY of our work, not the QUANTITY (1 Corinthians 3:13) – we do not want “wood, hay, stubble” disciples!
ANTICIPATED DIFFICULTIES: I have already been told that many college students go home during school breaks (mid-June to August) and (mid-December to February).  While this presents an opportunity to start house churches wherever they live in Korea, it will also present challenges about keeping things moving on campus during the breaks.  It will take a lot of prayer and creative strategy, but obviously, God has the answer.  

1. Continue learning Korean language- I will continue learning Korean through the college students, practicing and using it daily. All of our studies and house churches will be done in Korean & English together (my desire is it to be more Korean, but for young people, mixing it both in English and Korean is expected, as this is common in Korea - plus there are many international students that go to KCU.
2. Develop strategy based on prayer, relationships, and eastern/Korean culture – a study of Korean culture, Confucianism and Buddhism will help us understand better how Koreans think – I have 2 books on reaching Buddhists that I am reading.  I have learned from missionaries who work among Buddhists that there are 8 barriers that Buddhists have in following Christ.  Many college students are atheists as well which will present a challenge and need for apologetics 
3. Build friendships with Korean and international students & fellow teachers through the classes that I teach, eating lunch daily with students, seeking out as Jesus told His disciples, “people of peace” (Luke 10:6) – “people of peace” are those who  are non-Christians, but who are spiritually seeking truth – these are who we are prayerfully seeking.
4. Begin offering “Discovery Bible study” in both English/Korean (experimenting with both to see what works). My initial thought is to have studies in the “all purpose room” (EnC Café) on campus.  
5. By using the “Discovery Bible Method,” people read and discover truth for themselves inductively.  This method utilizes the same, simple questions and format each week so people learn how to teach themselves!  More importantly, the emphasis of this simple study is on obedience to what you have learned and sharing it with others!  This creates a movement!  We will follow the chronological, Biblical model from creation to Christ in 14 lessons keeping it simple. It was developed by a missionary that worked in India in 2002 and has spread all over the world, especially popular now in the States.
6. We hope to begin experimenting with a “small group” meeting on Sunday afternoons at 4 PM starting either the fall of 2017 or spring of 2018.  We are seeking Korean men and women to help serve alongside us working with college students. Once we have more than 1 “house church” we will begin meeting together monthly as one big group for fellowship and encouragement, but maintaining the initial house church 10-15 people. The goal of each church is to multiply and starting another house church once they get to 15 people.  
7. As “leaders” in each group begin to “rise to the surface” we will seek to begin meeting with them more on an individual basis, seeking to mentor them.

8. Continue learning about house churches and discipleship through networking. I also am devouring several books right now on house churches and disciple-making by David Watson (Contagious Disciple Making), Steve Smith (T4T “Training for Trainers”), and Daniel Lancaster (Making Disciples and Leadership Training)
9. Gain a deeper love and intimacy with God through prayer/study of His Word.  Our goal is not missions; it’s knowing and loving God.  

10.  Work on building a stronger marriage and family as husband and wife.  

11.  Maintain health through exercise and good eating habits (take care of   

 ourselves) 
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
