“WE ARE CHURCH” STUDENT FELLOWSHIP
“We are church” student fellowship is a church that is a little different from any type of church you have experienced.  Please understand: it is not a cult. We simply love Jesus, love people, and want to make a difference in the lives of people.  What makes us different?   
· NO PRESSURE: There is no pressure or forcing to believe anything; we encourage people to make their own decisions about following Jesus. 
· RELEVANT: We make the teachings of Jesus and the Bible practical and relevant for everyday life, for YOUR life.  Not a boring sermon.  
· STUDENT LED: We are a simple, Bible-based church without buildings just like the New Testament that is led by students (with adults helping).  
· ANYWHERE: We meet in circles in small groups anywhere: classrooms, apartments, and even coffee shops!  People are the church, not buildings.  Currently, we meet in the EnC Café on Sunday afternoons at 4 pm.  Free dinner is provided.  
· ANYONE: Anyone is welcome to come.  Please come this Sunday and bring a friend!  You do not have to dress up.  Be casual and come as you are.
· FAMILY: It is an informal and relaxed atmosphere.  On Sunday afternoons, we worship God together, we pray for each other, and we eat together.  We want to encourage one another and give each other hope.  Instead of a sermon, we gather together in a circle and read the Bible together to learn how to follow Jesus together.  We ask, “How will we apply this to our lives this week?”  We also celebrate the cross weekly in the Lord’s Supper, and we talk about how to help people in our community, especially the poor.  And we do not ask for money (unless there is a particular need that someone knows about).    
· WE MAKE DECISIONS TOGETHER:  One person does not lead the whole group.  We have volunteer facilitators who lead Bible discussions, but we all make decisions together.  Everyone has a voice.  
· DISCOVER WHERE YOU FIT: Every person participates and every person discovers their spiritual gifts and how to use them to glorify God through yearly retreats.  We want to help you discover what God wants you to do with your life and how you fit in His church.  There is no jealousy, egos, competition, or “rules based religion.”  And (just so you know), we do not do anything which you would commonly find in a Pentecostal church:  noisy music, shouting, praying loud, or speaking “in tongues” (and we do not judge those who do so either).  We are just normal followers of Jesus who want to love God and love people.
· EVERYONE: You do not have to have a Bible degree or theology degree to facilitate a Bible discussion, to start your own group, or to even to study the Bible for yourself!  

· SIMPLE & REPRODUCIBLE: We want every person to know God for themselves and how to study the Bible on their own. When each group reaches more than 15 people on a consistent basis, we encourage a few people out of this group to start a new group with their friends.  A healthy church should multiply, be simple, and be reproducible.  Not having a building helps keep things simple.  
· MONTHLY GATHERING:  The small groups that meet each week will get together with other groups once a month for worship & fellowship. We also will do our retreats together.  But, we keep things small in groups in order to grow and to train others how to lead their groups.
· GOAL?  To obey Jesus’ command in Matthew 28:19:  to make disciples that make disciples of others that will change people and the world for the glory of God.
